$5,000 in scholarship funds.

The Soccer Scholarships will be open to all those who have or had an affiliation with the LYSA Soccer
Program. The applicant must be a student in “good standing” with their respective High School and
plan to attend a college of higher education. Each student must submit the mandatory documents,
including the application form (attached), a summary of their student activity, letters of
recommendation, an essay discussing what you have learned from soccer and how you will apply
that, as well as a copy of your High School transcript.

All applications will be kept confidential and will only be reviewed by the Bruce Dickter Soccer
Scholar-ship Committee. The Committee will be comprised off our volunteers and it is the
Committee’s policy to review all applicants fairly and without bias or prejudice.

All applications must be received on or before the end of April. Any application received
afterwards will not be accepted or considered. Incomplete applications will be disqualified, no
exceptions. The Scholarship recipients will be announced by the Longwood Soccer Club Executive
Board. (date & time to be determined).

d. Write an essay of 400 to 600 words with the following theme: “Please explain metaphorically how
your experience with LYSA or Longwood School soccer has had an effect on who you are today and
what you hope to become in the future.”

5. This Application along with your transcript, letters of recommendation, your essay and a summary of
student activities must be received in its entirety by April 30th.
